The service 
includes: 

• Prayer and Scripture Readings 
focused on repentance and renewal. 

• The Imposition of Ashes, where a 
cross is traced on the forehead or 
hand with ashes as the words 
“Remember that you are dust, and 
to dust you shall return” are spoken. 
The ashes symbolize our mortality 
and need for God’s grace. 

• A Call to Repentance, inviting us to 
turn away from sin and follow Jesus 
more fully. 

Ash Wednesday is not meant to be 

gloomy but rather a holy invitation to 

draw closer to God, embrace humility, 

and prepare our hearts for the journey 

toward Easter.
